The Alliance Française or-
ganizes its teaching on the most modern teaching methods and on the CEFR (the Common European 
Framework for Languages), a standard reference adopted by dozens of educational systems world-
wide. The Alliance Française now uses Interactive Projectors. There are now several studies showing 
the effect of this powerful tool on student learning. This offers a much more interactive experience 
than using a standard whiteboard.

Children are naturals at learning a language: their lack of inhibition and adaptability makes it easier 
for them to pick up sounds and words. As a parent, you are giving your child a life-long advantage by 
exposing them to a foreign language at an early age. Besides providing a head start for their future 
language learning, they benefit from a proven boost in scholastic performance in other subject areas.

We offer quality teaching promoting excellence with dynamic method of teaching French and recog-
nized high quality programs which will guarantee to your child good opportunities for further stud-
ies and to obtain diplomas. When taking classes of French at Alliance Française de Vancouver, your 
child gets access to contents and objectives which lead to the DELF examination. DELF certification 
qualifies for external credits and Advance Placement under the BC Ministry of Education (grades 10 
to 12). 

The scholars program seeks well-rounded students who demonstrate character, promise of leader-
ship and strong commitment to service in the community. In 2021, the Alliance Française scholars 
program will offer up to 20 awards at the following level:

Student 11 years old and older awards: Up to 1 year of French classes (September 2021 to Au-
gust 2022, including Summer programs)

French programs, intensive French, Immersion classes, and francophones programs.

The new programs and examinations in BC organized around the DELF are in the line of the meth-
odology we have developed for years in Alliance Française for your kids’ French classes: task-based 
approach, communicative skills, and linguistic objectives.
